The  Kyoto  Protocol  and  the  Euro- Mediterranean Co-operation

For the fulfilment of the Kyoto Protocol commitments, “Flexibility Mechanisms” (Emission trading, Joint Implementation, and Clean Development Mechanism)  play a key role, not only as tools for the reduction of the cost of mitigation measures related to GHG emissions, but also as possible channels of international co-operation. 

In particular, the implementation of the CDM in the Euro-Mediterranean area can play an important role as an additional tool for co-operation among the two sides of the Mediterranean Sea, in the field of clean energy systems.

The challenge of CDM involves International Institutions, National Governments, private enterprises and financial bodies, with roles and rules which are going, day after day, to be identified and more precisely stated.

The meeting will be an opportunity to update information on CDM, and open a discussion among potentially concerned bodies in the Euro-Mediterranean region.
