2.      In accordance with article 5 of T.U. no. 286/98, within 8 working days of arriving in Italy you must apply for a “Permesso di Soggiorno” (permission to stay) at the local “Questura” (Police Commissary).

How to reach Udine
Udine is located in north-eastern Italy. It can be reached by car (motorways A4/E70 and A23/E55), by train or by plane.

By airplane
There are two main airports serving the north east of Italy:
Venezia (Marco Polo airport) and Trieste (Ronchi dei Legionari airport). 
Most part of the good international connections are throught the Venice airport (IATA code VCE). 
From this airport you may easily reach Udine by train using the closest railway station of MESTRE. 
MESTRE railway station is connected by bus to the Marco Polo airport (ask for the bus to MESTRE, not to Venezia, piazzale Roma).
There is a ACTV bus (town transport service - orange) to and from Mestre railway station, every 30 minutes. Journey time: 25 minutes approx. Tickets: inside the arrivals hall. There is also a ATVO bus lines (out of town transport service - blu) to and from Mestre railway station, every 20-30 minutes. Tickets: ATVO box in arrivals hall. 
Both the ACTV and ATVO lines provide bus service to Venezia (piazzale Roma).
From Mestre railway station there are several trains to Udine, on the main line Venezia-Vienna.
Trains run almost every hour. The journey takes approx. 2 hours. Some trains require supplements or seat reservation.

For train connections: www.trenitalia.com.
The nearest airport to Udine is at Ronchi dei Legionari also known as Trieste airport (IATA code TRS). Routing is mainly through Milano, Roma. 
From Trieste airport you can find two bus services connecting Udine. 
One is a direct shuttle bus available in connection with main flight departures and arrivals, with few runs.
Departures of this bus from the airport are in connection with the actual arrival of the flights. It will stop you to Udine railway station or at Piazza I Maggio, near the tourist office, marked as Air Terminal on the map. 
The second bus service is the Saita line for Trieste-Udine-Trieste which also stops at the Airport. It runs from 6.01 a.m. to 11.16 p.m. (approx. every half an hour ) but there is no service on sudays!. In Udine it will stop to the bus station which is in front of the railway station.
Journey time is approx. 50 minutes.

The Public Transport company APT operates bus and coach services linking the airport with: UDINE: Coach 51 (also non-stop via motorway) 

Updated schedules and fares are available on the internet site www.aptgorizia.it or calling the coach operator (+39-0481-593511).

Tickets can be purchased at city bus/coach stations or at the airport:
in the Arrivals Hall, with an automatic machine for selfticketing 
at the Post Office 

By train
Udine is served by the railway that links Rome to Vienna through Firenze, Bologna, Venice. Two trains reach Udine each day in both directions. From 8 am to 8 pm trains link Udine to Trieste-Gorizia (and thus to Eastern Europe) almost every hour and to Venice (and thus to the rest of Italy) every other hour.
To check timetables and train categories, visit the Web site of the www.trenitalia.com.
The Website of the German railways www.bahn.de is also useful.
Remember to stamp your ticket before taking the train!

By car
Highways A4 and A23 link Udine to Austria towards the north, to Venice and the rest of Italy to the west, and to Trieste to the east.
Drive on the A23 Highway towards Udine/Tarvisio and turn right on the ramp at sign reading "Udine Sud". Continue on Tangenziale and go Northwest for 2.0 km. Turn right on ramp at sign reading "Fiera". At traffic circle bear left. Continue following the "Fiera" indications. The Congress is located on Fiera.

Some useful and interesting information about Udine
Where
The territory of the province of Udine offers many different and changeable landscapes, that include the sandy areas of the lagoon, the cultivated areas of the lowlands and, at the same time, the foothills of the Alps: the Forni Dolomites, the Carnic and the Julian Alps.
The province of Udine includes 60% of the regional territory, with the highest number of communes (137).

History
The territory of Udine had been populated ever since prehistory. It was, probably, a settlement of Celtic origins, that became more and more important during the Roman period.
Later, during the Middle Ages, Udine lost its importance, since Aquileia and Cividale were the two reference points of the time. Beginning from 1223, with the foundation of the market, thanks to the patriarch Bertoldo di Andechs, Udine became the most important regional town for trading and commerce.
From 1420 on, the supremacy of the patriarchs finished and the town became part of the Serenissima Venice Republic and followed its history.
In the 18th century, Udine Arcidiocesi was founded (1753) and, in 1797, the Republic of Veneto finished, as a consequence of the Treaty of Campoformio.
In 1813 the town passed under the Austrian rule and Udine became part of the Italian State.
It is important to remember the year 1964, when Friuli-Venezia Giulia was officially recognized as a region with special autonomy and the year 1976, when a big earthquake hardly struck the whole region.

Art
Udine is rich in monuments that are important both from the historical and the artistic points of view.
The castle, that dominates the town, is a stately example of this art. It was completely razed to the ground in 1517, then it was rebuilt in the following centuries and used in different ways: as a prison and then as the municipal seat. From 1906 on, the castle has been the seat of the History and Art Galleries and of Udine Civic Museum, all rich in documents and works of art.
The oldest monument of the town is the Loggia del Lionello (situated in the central square of Udine), in Gothic style. It was carried out in 1488, but then it was completely rebuilt with its original form by Andrea della Scala, after 1876.
In the central square of Udine you can also admire the Clock Tower (1527), that follows the project of St Mark’s Square in Venice.
The oldest church in town is St Mary’s, built in Longobard style, with a bell tower that is 43 mt high. The most famous sanctuary is St Maria delle Grazie.
Another important monument for the town is the Cathedral, built in 1236 and then dedicated to St Maria Maggiore in 1335. It has undergone various alterations over the centuries.
We recommend you to visit the present seat of the Bank of Italy, Antonini Palace, carried out by Andrea Palladio in 1556, which bears a precise witness of the genius of its author.
You can also visit the Archeological Museum of the castle, with its finds of great value and the Museum of Risorgimento, with all its material that can be used by scholars and final-year students for their research.

Nature
If you love nature and you wish to plunge into the beauties of the high mountains, the National Park of Tarvisio is very important for its richness and its size. It is characterized by thick woods of spruces (Pixea excelsa), of beeches (Fagus sylvatica “atropurpurea”) and of pines (Pinus sylvestris).
Moreover, the fauna of the park is particularly rich, since it is characterized by the presence of deers (Cervus elaphus), ibexis (Capra ibex), roe deers (Capreolus capreolus) and chamoises (Rupicapra rupicapra).
There are also some other important animals, as the golden eagle (Aquila Chrysaetos), the griffon vulture (Gyps fulvus fulvus Hablizi), the eagle owl (Bubo bubo) and, in particular, the capercaille (Tetrao urogallus), that has chosen this area as its favourite habitat

Gastronomy
The typical dishes of the cooking from Udine and its province are the starters based on rice: ris e lujanis (rice and beans) and rice with asparagus, that is a typical vegetable of this area.
Other typical and tasty dishes are: the cialsons (ravioli with a filling made with cheese, eggs and meat), the bisna (a dish based on polenta with sauerkraut) and the brovada (white turnips fermented in wine) served with cotechino (pork sausage) or with pork meat roasted on the spit.
Another typical dish is the salame alla friulana, that is sliced, tossed in a frying pan and then served with polenta and the row San Daniele ham.
The wines from Friuli are very famous and we remind you, among the red ones, the Merlot and the Cabernet, but there are also some white wines that are as much rare: the Pinot Grigio, the Chardonnay, the aromatic Traminer, the Tocai Friulano and the Collio Goriziano. Then the Piccolit, the Refosco di Aquileia, the Ribolla Gialla and the Riesling Renano are other special and excellent wines, as well.
